Srebarna Nature Reserve

Srebarna is an eutrophic lake, situated on the Danube river
bank, which in 1948 was designated as a nature reserve including a belt
of forest plantations along the Danube river; Komluka Island and the
aquatory between the island and the river bank.
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In 1983 Srebarna Nature Reserve was inscribed in the list of the World Heritage
Convention of UNESCO. The World Heritage Property protects a lake and a wetland
ecosystem of 638 ha, additionally protected by a 673 ha buffer zone, established in 2008 with
a decision of the World Heritage Committee.

Typical for the lake are the reedbeds (Phragmites australis) with participation of Marsh fern
(Thelypteris palustris) and willows(Salix sp.) as well as the natural floating islands formed by sediments
surrounded by reed roots.

The wetland is of utmost importance as a nesting, migration, wintering and resting place for a large
number of birds. The property provides nesting grounds for 99 species of birds and is a seasonal habitat to
around 80 species of migratory birds. The lake hosts the only colony of Dalmatian pelican (Pelecanus crispus)
in Bulgaria, as well as the largest breeding populations of the globally threatened species: Ferruginous duck
(Aythya nyroca), Pygmy Cormorant (Phalacrocorax pygmeus) and Corncrake (Crex crex). The lake is a feeding
area for the large colony of Great cormorants (Phalacrocorax carbo) situated on a nearby Danube island. The lake
hosts the largest mixed colony of herons with Great egret (Ardea alba), Little egret (Egretta garzetta), Squacco
heron (Ardeola ralloides), Night heron (Nycticorax nycticorax), Spoonbill (Platalea leucorodia), Glossy ibis
(Plegadis falcinellus), one of the most important breeding sites in the country for the Common pochard (Aythya
ferina), the Ferruginous duck, the Greylag goose (Anser anser) and the Mute swan (Cygnus olor).

Srebarna lake is also a Wetland of International Importance since 1976, UNESCO Biosphere Reserve, Important
Bird Area and part of the Ecological network Natura 2000.
